Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 
Merry Christmas!  As we gather to celebrate the birth of our Savior, we rejoice in the light that has 
come into the world. Christmas is always a season of joy, of family, and of hope — a time when we 
remember that God’s love is not distant, but close, dwelling among us in the person of Jesus Christ.  
In the midst of winter’s darkness, the radiance of the Christ Child shines brightly, reminding us that 
no matter our struggles, God’s promise of new life is always near. 
 

This year has been one of profound transition for our family of parishes.  Together, our Catholic Neighbors in Faith Family 
of Parishes have walked through moments of loss and uncertainty.  The closing of Our Lady of Victory, Our Lady of Snows, 
and Our Lady of Loreto has touched many hearts deeply, and the appeal process for Holy Apostles was a difficult journey 
for all involved.  We know that these changes have left many feeling weary and emotionally affected.  Yet, as we cele-
brate Christmas, we are reminded that the story of our Savior begins precisely in such a world of brokenness and longing. 
 

When Christ was born in Bethlehem, the world was far from peaceful.  Roman occupation weighed heavily on the people, 
political tensions ran high, and daily life was marked by hardship.  And yet, God chose to enter that very world—not with 
armies or power, but as a vulnerable child.  The Christ Child came to renew spirits, to bring light into darkness, and to   
remind us that God’s love is stronger than any division or discouragement. 
 

This is the hope we celebrate at Christmas: that in Jesus, God is always doing something new.  Just as the shepherds and 
Magi found joy in the presence of the newborn Savior, we too are invited to discover hope in our family of parishes. 
Though the path has been difficult, we believe that Christ is guiding us toward deeper unity, stronger faith, and renewed 
mission.  Together, we can grow as one community, supporting one another and sharing the Good News with the world.  
Jesus’ mission of gathering all nations and baptizing them in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit and bringing   
people to know, love and serve God has not been put on hold.  Let us continue in this mission of Jesus Christ with           
apostolic zeal, love and devotion.  
 

On behalf of all our priests, Fr. Don, Fr. Marcin, and myself, we wish each of you a very Merry Christmas and a Happy New 
Year.  May the joy of the Christ Child fill your homes and hearts and may we as priests and Catholic Neighbors in Faith   
continue to walk forward in hope, trusting that God is with us and that our future is found in the hope of the Christ child 
in Bethlehem.
